-Charter: a legal document that grants special rights and privileges
-Puritans: a group of people who had broken away from the Church of England because of religious differences
-Apprentice: to learn a particular skill or craft from a master craftsman
-Proprietary Colony: a colony directed by those to whom a charter was given
-Royal Colony: a colony directly governed by the king
-Trustee: a person who holds responsibility on behalf of others
-Charter of 1732: Granted to James Oglethorpe along with 20 other trustees and established the colony of Georgia.
-Cracker: a group of what plantation owners called “undesirable people” who moved from Virginia and the Carolinas to the middle and western parts of the colony.
-James Edward Oglethorpe: English humanitarian who founded the colony of Georgia
-Robert Castell: Friend of Oglethorpe who died of smallpox while in debtor’s prison
-King George II: English monarch to grant the charter of 1732 for the colony of Georgia
-Chief Tomochichi: Leader of the Yamacraw Native Americans who allowed Oglethorpe’s group to settle on Yamacraw Bluff (Savannah).
-John and Charles Wesley: Religious leaders who established the 1st Sunday school in America and also founded the Methodist Church.
-Mary Musgrove: An interpreter who was part Native American and part British who translated for the Yamacraw and Oglethorpe.
-Salzburgers: A group of German Protestants had been forced to leave their home and established Ebenezer and later New Ebenezer.
-Highland Scots: Helped in the battle of Bloody Marsh and settled in Darien.
-Malcontents: A group of colonist who were unhappy with the rules about alcohol and slaves. 
-John Reynolds: A captain in the British royal navy, served as Georgia's first royal governor.
-Henry Ellis: An explorer, author and second royal governor of Georgia.
-James Wright: A colonial lawyer and jurist who was the third and final royal governor of Georgia.
