
We will be working on a group project for the 20th century starting on April 24th through May 9th.  Each group will be assigned a decade from the 20th century and will create a tri-board containing the major events, important political leaders, major inventions, economics, trends, fashions, music, and other important entertainment of the time period.

The overall product will count as 200 points in the major test category.  Each component will have different due dates, so it is very important for your group to stay on top of things.  In addition, each group member will have one separate part that will count as an individual quiz grade.  

For this project, your group will need the following:

1. 1 display board  which needs to be decorative (Tri-board)
2. Index cards
3. Pictures (internet, magazines, or really well drawn)
4. Research information
5. 3 items that represent your decade

6. Clothing to represent your decade

The Tri-board presentation must include the following:

1. A timeline with 6 events from your decade (3 national/world events and 3 Georgia events) Board must include pictures from each event.

2. A “Person of the Decade” report (picture of person)
3. A section for the national and local political leaders of the decade, president & vice president, governor & Lt. governor (with pictures) 
4. A section for major inventions (you need to have 4 of these with pictures of each)
5. A section for the Fad cards these can be about fashions trends, entertainment, food, sports, hair do’s popular places to visit, or games of the decade. ( you need 4 of these with pictures of each)

6. A “Event of the Decade” report (picture of the event)
Each group must also include at least 4 items that represent the decade that will be placed in front of the board for the presentation. These items could include inventions, food, fads (think hula-hoops), trinkets, toys, etc.

Individual grade:

Each group member must pick a person form their decade that they would like to interview. Each member will create 20 interview questions that they would like to ask their decade person about. This interview will consist of questions that pertain to history and you must include a picture of your person.
20th century project (200 points) due dates

1. Monday, April 24th —introduce project: students must have 6 dates for their timelines by the end of class.

2. Tuesday, April 25th —students continue working on timeline in class.  May want to bring in pictures from your home computer.  In class, students will collect information about dates, give each date a title and write a rough draft of the summary of the event. Completed timelines due Monday May 1st, along with rubric you should have this typed up and ready to go.  Students should start writing questions for interview and begin looking for someone to interview.  Interview due the day of presentation.

3. Wednesday, April 26th — Students will begin working on their person & event of the decade. In class, students will collect information about their person & event and write a rough draft of the person & event. Completed person & event of the decade is due Wednesday May 3rd, along with rubric you should have this typed up and ready to go.

4. Thursday, April 27th – Continue working on their person & event of the decade.

5. Friday, April 28th - Continue working on their person & event of the decade. If finished begin working on your 4 major inventions/technology of the decade. 
6. Monday, May 1st – Start/Continue working on their 4 major inventions/technology of the decade. These are due Thursday, May 4th.  Don’t forget your timeline is due this day.

7. Tuesday, May 2nd — Continue working on their 4 major inventions/technology of the decade.
8. Wednesday, May 3rd —Students begin work on the fad cards Due date: End of class on Friday, May 5th. Your person & event of the decade is due today
9. Thursday, May 4th—Continue work on fad cards.  Make sure your interview questions are complete by Tuesday May, 9th. 
10. Friday, May 5th— Start work on your national and state political leaders. These are due end of class Monday, May 8th. Your fad cards are due today.
11.  Monday, May 8th - Finish working on your national and state political leaders. These are due today.

12. Tuesday, May 9th -11th —Class presentations.  Students need completed tri-fold board, interview questions and 20th century costume.

Students will receive daily participation grades while we work on this project.   Note the due dates for each topic.  Please sign this form to verify you understand the expectations.  We will finish the year with a final exam.  Study guide to follow.  Thanks so much for all of your support this year. 20th Century Timeline—50 points

Requirements:  

1. Choose significant events from your decade.  You must have 3 national events and 3 Georgia events.

2. You may make a timeline to go on your board, or creatively use index cards to describe each event and place a picture beside the card.  In other words, you do not have to make an official timeline, due to space constraints.

3. You must include at least one picture for each event.  These can be placed below your time line on the board.

4. Turn in this rubric when you turn in your timeline.

Instructions:

1. Choose one person from your decade, this could be anyone of importance i.e. MLK Jr, John F. Kennedy, Albert Einstein, Robert Oppenheimer etc.
2. Research how this person impacted, helped, influenced, changed, or improved this time period.

3. Write a one page (double space Times New Roman—12 font) report on the history of your person, being sure to mention date of birth & death where they went to school, types of job(s) they had and how they became who they were.  Include a picture of your person

Event of the Decade Report- 30 points

Instructions:

1. Choose one event from your decade, this could be anything of importance i.e. Pearl Harbor, Testing the Atomic Bomb, 1st successful passenger flight, Assassination of MLK Jr/ JFK etc.
2. Research how this event impacted, helped, influenced, changed, or improved/hindered this time period.

3. Write a one page (double space Times New Roman—12 font) report on the history of your event, being sure to mention dates where the event took place, key people involved.  Include a picture of your event
Rubric:

Each paragraph is worth 9 points. Each will be graded for how thoroughly and how specifically you address the topic.  You will also be assessed for how strong the organization of your paragraphs are.
One page report: 27 points must include an introductory paragraph, body and conclusion:  Introduction 9 points

Political Leaders—15 points

Instructions:

1. Research the national & local political leaders during your decade. President & Vice President, Governor & Lt. Governor

2. On one side of a large index card give each leader a title.

3. Under the title, include a picture.

4. On the other side of the card, write a brief description of this leader.

20th Century Interview—30 points

Requirements:

1. You must write interview questions for someone from your decade. This interview will be about historical events during your decade.

2. You must compile a list of at least 20 questions.

3. You should ask questions such as:  what do you remember about the event, how did this event affect your life, etc.

4. You must type the questions using times new roman 14 font.

5. You must include a picture of the person you wanted to interview.

Ex.  Q.  What do you remember about the Civil Rights Movement?

Rubric:

Each question is worth 1 point, title is worth 6 points and the picture is worth 4 points.
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Fabulous Fads—20 points

Instructions:

1. Research 4 “crazes” or fads that occurred during your decade.

2. On one side of a large index card give each fad a title.

3. Under the title, include a picture.

4. On the other side of the card, write a brief description of this fad.

Instructions:

1. Research 4 inventions/technologies that occurred during your decade.

2. On one side of a large index card give each inventions/technologies a title.

3. Under the title, include a picture.

4. On the other side of the card, write a brief description of this inventions/technologies

20th Century Costume—10 points
Instructions:
1. We will present our boards to the class.  On that day, each student will need to dress in clothing that represents one of the decades of the 20th century.

2. You need to find a complete outfit, not just a shirt.  Look at hairstyles, accessories, and other props that would give the class an idea of what the decade “looked” like.  Be imaginative or creative.

This part of the project is worth 10 points.
Presentation Rubric

For your presentation of your decade board each member of the group will need to present a portion of the board, no one person is allowed to do all the talking your group will need to discuss the following:

1. Display your time line.  Choose 3 historical event to discuss.  Perhaps it’s the 3 you most enjoyed learning about or maybe found the most interesting.  Share any interesting facts you learned about these events.

2. Present your board. (Your board should be completely decorated, make it stand out)  Discuss your decade and what you learned about the history of your decade. Include information about your person, event, political leaders etc.

3. Showcase your memorabilia.  Discuss the 3 items you have in front of your board and explain the impact each had on society.  You can also discuss any fads you found interesting.

4. Share details about your interview.  Tell the class who you wanted to interview and what 3 questions you would like answered most.

5. Model your costume.  Explain your outfit, how it represents your decade and why you chose this.
